SOME WAYS TO IMPROVE ATTENDANCE

Try to make dental/medical appointments outside of
school hours. If it has to be in school time, book a
time at either end of the day or around lunchtime.

Make sure your child gets to school on time, 8.45am
ready for a prompt 9.00am start.

If you are ill arrange for another parent to bring
your child to school (or call us and we will help).

Don't book holidays in term time. Yes, it is usually
cheaper, but your child's learning will suffer, and you
well may receive a Penalty Notice (please see our
School Attendance Policy)

Missing the odd day at school can become a habit.
This would not be accepted in the workplace - build a
good work ethic in your child.
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Your child has only one
chance at school.
